Asked whether hc missed the 
United States when living in Laos, 
the doctor replied with his charac­
teristic Irish wit, "1 surely do!

"Old Read-a-Wees never die, they 
are just used for bookcovers." 

In 1926 Notre Dame published 
the first school paper, then printed 
by Buechler Printing Company, and 
later by the News-Democrat. The 
name "Read-a-Wee" was chosen by 
the Principal, Sister Mary Leontine, 
because of its appropriateness as an 
invitation to read. Inspired by "Bide­
A-Wee," stay-a-bit, Dickens' way of 
extending hospitality to his friends, 
the editors could offer no warmer 
welcome to the subscriber than 
"Read-A-Wee," or Read-a-bit. 

Daisy McCormick and her eight 
senior reporters supplied two pages 
with news, cartoons, a joke column, 
fashions, and serials. Often girls 
were singled out for their achieve­
ments by a large picture on page 
one. Some were Jeannie Cordie's 
mother, then Miss Stetzner, also 
Miss Bertelsman, now Edith Biehl's 
mother, and in 1938 Miss Seppi, 
mother of Diane and Judy Shields. 

In June the special Graduation 
Edition focussed its spotlight on the 
seniors. Taking the place of the 
Memory Book, the June issue fea­
tured a group picture of the gradu­
ates, with individual write-ups of 
each girl's activities. 

The Read-a-Wee, a favorite with 
parents, friends and 900 NDA stu­
dents, have preserved the history of 
the school for the past thirty-three 
years.

ND'ers whose parents, indignant at 
the inertia of youth, frequently 
pause to reminisce of the "good old 
days" when the most expedient 
means of transportation were sturdy 
appendages known as legs. 

In order to verify (or nullify) 
these parental claims, an investiga­
tion of the history of the various 
means of transportation used by stu­
dents at Notre Dame during the 
past century was made.

of the Academy saw most of the 
girls boarding at school, although 
there were a few day"hops. At the 
beginning of the school year in Sep­
tember, the boarders came with all 
their belongings via the horse and 
buggy, while the day-hops wore out 
the soles of their high button shoes 
by walking to and from school. 

"Where is that trolley?" was a 
frequent question in later years. The 
trolley tracks separated the two lanes 
of the street as the island does now. 
Searching through purses for that 
trolley ticket, issued by the school, 
was quite an irritation. Since the 
trolley ran from the square to St. 
Louis, the Cathedral boys also used 
it.

In 1927 the Blue Goose bus line 

had tremendous competition in the 
form of a rival bus line called the 
Purple Swan, even during those 
frosty winters when the buses didn't 
have heaters. 

Back in the depression days of 

the '30s boys would buy an old 
car as a business venture and chauf-

--
feur the same group of girls to 
school and back home for thirty 
cents a day. The glass in the win­
dows was so thick that if someone 
slammed the door too hard it would 
break. Barbara Klaus' aunt commut­
ed to school one year with an elder­
ly gentleman who had actually 
panned for gold. 

Mrs. Vivian Knauer, now sopho­
more English teacher, was one of 
the first Notre Dame girls to drive 
a car to school. Although she was 
only twelve, she drove her Pontiac 
every day. "You didn't have to ob­
tain a license then," she commented. 

Today the girls come to school 
by bus, by car, and on foot. The 
paved parking lot which accommo­
dates almost every model car on the 
market gives evidence that with the 
accelerated living of today, motor 
transportation outmodes the conven­
tionality of ambulation. 

The annual Betty Crocker search 
for the "American Homemaker of 
Tomorrow" is on again!
